Lack of food and clothing,
lack of medical treatment, father’s helplessness, pain of unemployment, vote politics etc.
come up in his poems spontaneously. This poet does not hesitate at all to express his life
experiences as it is in the world of poetry. Whether the young poet Suman Patari can be
called a realist poet in terms of multiple characteristics of literary realism - this
exploration, analysis and evaluation is the main focus of the article.
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
